Member John North is truly the 

expert on suiseki and daiza making, and will be our instructor this day.  So anyone 

that has a stone they would like to create a daiza for should bring it, as well as a 

piece of wood.  Even if you donõt have a stone but are interested, please come.  We 

will begin at 10am  and get as much done by noon or later if needed.
